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Introduction

Rationale

Physical Education develops pupils’ physical competence and confidence and their ability to use these to perform in a range of activities. It promotes skilfulness, physical development and knowledge of the body in action. Physical Education provides opportunities for pupils to be creative, competitive, cooperative and face up to different challenges as individuals and in groups and teams. It promotes positive attitudes toward healthy and active lifestyles.
Pupils learn how to think in different ways to suit a wide variety of creative, competitive, cooperative and challenging activities. They learn how to plan, perform and evaluate actions, ideas and performances to improve their aptitudes, abilities, preferences and make choices about how to get involved in lifelong physical activity.
National Curriculum for England and Wales; Physical Education; p15

The Shrubbery School seeks to provide a full, varied and interesting Physical Education curriculum which challenges, engages and excites staff and pupils alike. We see Physical Education as a vital part of the education experience as a whole.

Aims

The aims and objectives of Physical Education, Physical Activity and Competitive sport relate directly to those of The Shrubbery School as a whole: namely that we endeavour to provide an educational experience that develops soul, body and mind In it’s delivery and content.

In order to do this we aim to:
1. Stimulate and maintain pupil interest and enjoyment in PE and to promote health and fitness for current and future lifestyles.
2. Enable pupils to be familiar with a body of knowledge, principles and vocabulary to relate to PE.
a. To enable pupils to see PE as:
i. A major feature in our lives, related to employment, leisure and culture.
ii. Part of a wider body of knowledge and skills, e.g interpersonal and problem-solving skills.
b. To enable pupils to:
i. Understand and use safe practice and to appreciate its importance in PE.
ii. Understand the short and long term effects of exercise on the body.
iii. Understand the role of exercise in a fit and healthy lifestyle.
3. Enable pupils to develop a range of desirable personal qualities such as safety, awareness, politeness, perseverance, concern for others, initiative and independence. The establishment of self-esteem through the development of physical confidence is a major aim for the Physical Education department.
4. Enable pupils to work independently and as part of a group or team in varied activities so as PE contributes to the development of core skills such as communication by speech.
5. Employ teaching methods and resources that will allow all pupils to have equal access to PE and to experience success and enjoyment in their PE work.
6. Develop an awareness in pupils of the implications of sport and physical activity (past and present) for the individual and local, national and international communities.
7. Allow pupils to develop informed opinions and be able to support them in reasonable argument.

Objectives

These objectives relate directly to the aims for Physical Education, Physical Activity and Competitive Sport at The Shrubbery School and are intended to show how the aims are put into practice.
1. Staff should provide a variety of experiences and activities during the course of study and during a PE lesson if possible and appropriate, for example:
a. Games
b. Gymnastics
c. Swimming
d. Indoor and Outdoor activities
e. Individual and group activities
f. Problem Solving
g. Communicating PE ideas to others by means such as speaking
h. Listening and appraising.
i. Practising and refining skills
j. Using repetition in order to improve

2. The National Curriculum Key Stages 1 and 2 Orders should be used as the basic core skills for the Schemes of Work. Rules, vocabulary and games skills such as attack, defence and fielding will be taught. Staff should encourage pupils to recall and apply their knowledge and skills in familiar and unfamiliar situations.
3. Staff should refer to work in other curriculum areas when appropriate:
a. Pupils should follow written and verbal instructions accurately.
b. Safety is further enhanced by emphasis on the following:
i. The need to wear correct clothes/equipment.
ii. The need to follow rules.
iii. How to lift, carry, move and place heavy equipment.
iv. The need for warm-up and recovery period when exercising.
v. How to swim and be safe when around water.
vi. General safety rules when engaged in Outdoor Education.
4. Lessons should be conducted in a secure, supportive and disciplined manner that demonstrates mutual respect. Pupils should learn the rules, etiquette, laws and codes for various activities. The department’s schemes of work identify planned opportunities for pupils to develop a range of desirable personal qualities.
5. There should be opportunities for individual and/or group activities so as pupils can express their feelings verbally and learn how to work cooperatively as well as on their own.
6. Staff should encourage pupils to improve in a particular sport or skill over a period of time.
7. Staff should adhere to the School and Departmental reward systems in order to encourage pupils to achieve their full potential and experience a feeling of achievement.
8. Pupils should be encouraged to share their experiences/culture with others in order to enhance the quality of learning and to develop socially and inclusively.
9. Staff should not attempt to spend inequitable amounts of time with any one pupil or groups of pupils/gender group etc. However staff often spend considerable amounts of their own time helping individual pupils.
10. Staff should attempt to show the enjoyment and benefits that PE and Sport have given us. This can be done by carefully phrased comments and well-chosen resources.
11. As a school working toward inclusion we will allow opportunities at various times for group discussion. At these times we can listen to each other’s views and hopefully reflect upon them, particularly on health and fitness issues.

A Legacy of Sport 

Our Upton sports motto is ‘A Legacy of Sport’ and a legacy starts from the first steps children take into sport at their primary schools. If our pupils are still taking part in sport ten years from now we can judge this legacy to be a success. Pupils often return to the school and reminisce about sports successes or clubs they have been part of. Others have been seen on TV competing in English School Championships or for England schoolboys. In the main school hall we have a history of sports success shown through our Sports Boards to remind pupils of lasting achievement.

Know how to improve aspects of the quality of their work, using information provided by the teacher and information and communication technology (ICT) opportunities, and increasingly help themselves and others perform effectively. 
Enjoy being active and know why activity is important to their health and wellbeing.

Understand the rules and conventions of taking part in different activities safely.

Enjoy communicating, collaborating and competing with each other.

Develop an understanding of how to succeed in different activities and learn how to evaluate and recognise their own success 



Curriculum planning 
All pupils are entitled to a progressive and comprehensive physical education programme which embraces current Statutory Orders of the National Curriculum and takes into account individual interests and needs.

Learning and Teaching styles 
We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in PE lessons. Our principal aim is to develop the children’s knowledge, skills and understanding, and we do this through a mixture of whole-class teaching and individual or group activities. Teachers draw attention to good examples of individual performance as models for the other children, and we encourage the children to evaluate their own work as well as the work of other children. Within lessons we give children the opportunity both to collaborate and to compete with each other, and they have the opportunity to use a wide range of resources. 
In all classes children have a range of physical ability. Whilst recognising this fact, we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the child. We achieve this through a range of strategies e.g. setting common tasks that are open-ended and can have a variety of results, setting tasks of increasing difficulty. 

The Foundation Stage 
We encourage the physical development of our children in nursery and reception. Physical development within nursery and reception is fundamental to children’s development in other areas of the curriculum. As well as accessing opportunities to develop their physical development on a daily basis, the children also access 1 hour of high quality physical education a week. In this time we encourage the children to develop confidence, control of the way they move, and care of handling tools and equipment whilst also developing their knowledge and understanding of health and self-care. We give all children the opportunity to undertake activities that offer appropriate physical challenge, both indoors and outdoors, using a wide range of resources to support specific skills. 

KS1 and KS2 
In KS1 and KS2 each Year Group has their own PE folder as supplied by the PE Coordinator. This folder contains information for all PE activities throughout the year and is specific to the age group being taught. A list of contents (specific to that particular year group) is provided at the front of the folder. This is used to inform weekly planning as documented by individual year groups on their weekly planning. 

Outdoor Adventurous Opportunities (OAA) 
OAA forms a massive part of the curriculum at The Shrubbery School. We regularly use Orienteering, Blindwalks and other OAA pursuits have been integrated into our curriculum
Our Year 6 Pupils experience a weekend away from school at an OAA centre residential during the Autumn; our Year 2 to Year 5 year pupils have a day at an OAA centre. 

Assessment for Learning 
Teachers across all key stages assess children’s work in PE by making assessments as they observe them working during lessons through questioning and observing specific skills. Assessment criteria for each lesson are identified from: 
· subject specific records of progress and attainment for each year group 
· core tasks used at the beginning and end of each unit
Children are encouraged to evaluate their own work and to suggest ways to improve. Teachers record the skills as emerging, expected or exceeding. Teachers record this information and use it to plan the future work of each child. These records also enable the teacher to make an annual report to parents. The teacher passes this information on the next teacher at the end of each year allowing children’s skills to be built up on in their next phase of learning. 

Assessment of Learning 
The PE subject leader liaises regularly with staff. This demonstrates what the expected level of achievement is in each area of PE activity in each year of the school. Teachers meet to discuss children’s work and match it with levels of attainment. 

Monitoring and Review / Evaluation 
The monitoring of the standards of children’s work and of the quality of teaching in PE is the responsibility of the PE subject leader. The work of the subject leader also involves supporting colleagues in their teaching, being informed about current developments in the subject, and providing a strategic lead and direction for PE in the school. 

Time Allocation 
In order to ensure children received high quality lessons, where learning builds upon prior learning and progress is made, children in KS1 and KS2 take part in 2 x 1 hour sessions each week. In the Foundation Stage, children receive daily access to activities indoors and outdoors that build upon their fine and gross motor development as well as 1hours PE lesson. 


Inclusion (SEND and Dyslexia Friendly Schools’ Policy Statement) 
At The Shrubbery School, all pupils are valued equally. Teachers plan lessons which enable all pupils to participate, achieve and excel, whatever their level of ability. Lessons provide opportunities for pupils to recognise and develop their own learning style, (auditory, visual or kinaesthetic), through varied and flexible provision across a broad and balanced curriculum. 
Through our PE teaching we provide learning opportunities that enable all pupils to make good progress. We strive hard to meet the needs of all pupils with special education needs, those with disabilities, those with special gifts and talents, and those learning English as an additional language. Staff work together to ensure that everyone is aware of specific medical conditions which could influence a pupil’s performance and that appropriate procedures are then taken. 

Differentiation 
Differentiation is key to high quality PE lessons. Lessons are differentiated in many ways. Regular lesson observations show this to be highly effective in providing for all abilities. 

Cross Curricular Links

PE and PSHE 
PE contributes to the teaching of personal, social and health education and citizenship. Children learn about the benefits of exercise and healthy eating, and how to make informed choices about these things. The teaching of PE offers opportunities to support the social development of our children through the way we expect them to work with each other in lessons. Groupings allow children to work together, and give them the chance to discuss their ideas and performance. Their work in general enables them to develop a respect for other children’s levels of ability, and encourages them to co-operate across a range of activities and experiences. Children learn to respect and work with each other, and develop a better understanding of themselves and of each other - music is used from a range of cultures and artists to extend knowledge and build respect for others. 

PE and ICT 
Information and communication technology enhances the teaching of PE, where appropriate, in all key stages. Children make video recording of their performances and use them to develop their movements and actions, to compare each other’s performances and improve the quality of their own work. Music composed on the computer can be used for creative dance. Digital cameras record experiences during all activities and give pupils opportunities to evaluate their work. 

Levels of Competition
We here at The Shrubbery School offer a wide range of competition levels. We are very lucky to be able to offer our students Level 0 competition through our partnership and pilot work with The Youth Sports Trust (YST), Your School Games (YSG) and Topya Active. This is individual tailored competition through the use of the Topya Active App. 
We also offer Level 1 inter-house competitions throughout the academic year during the conclusion of a topic. We often use our Level 1 competition results to select our ‘A’ teams for the Level 2 competitions. 
We participate in a wide variety of Level 2 competitions each academic year through the WS Active Society (WSAS) and many other partner organisations. Level 2 competitions are intra-school festivals in which we compete against other local schools. If the school is successful in the Level 2 competitions then they may qualify for a Level 3 competition.
Level 3 competitions are regional competitions in which the school would represent the town or sports partnership. 


Values
When ever representing the school in any sport team the child must adhere to the Our Shrubbery Values of the 6 R’s. This will also be considered during the selection process for any team.

Extra Curricular Activities
The aims of the extra-curricular activities programme is to extend and enrich the work being done during curriculum PE and to provide some pupils with opportunities to enable them to develop the skills they need to access curriculum PE. The programme should also inform any assessment of pupils. The programme will reinforce the importance of keeping physically active in order to lead a healthy lifestyle. An extra-curricular activities programme is provided both before and after school, and at lunchtime allowing all children to access the programmes on offer. All out of school learning opportunities are developed in consultation with pupils with the utilisation of pupil voice and the programme will: 
· Provide a balance of competitive and non-competitive activities through intra and inter school events.
· Provide specific movement / general physical activity clubs / which develop fitness and fundamental movement skills (FMS) – (Change 4 Life Clubs)
To ensure the quality and sustainability of the extra-curricular activities programme, the school will: 
· Employ a range of auxiliary qualified and experienced coaching staff and implement quality assurance through the link teacher/subject leader involved in the SSP programme. 
· Ensure that the subject leader takes responsibility for forging strong local community club links (club coaches visit school / pupils attend club taster days / clubs advertised on notice-board) 
· Inform pupils and parents of the range of extra-curricular activities available. 

Swimming Provision
We are extremely fortunate to have access to local pools. All pupils swim weekly as part of their PE lessons and pupil progress across the four strokes is comprehensively tracked by our Swim Coaches. 
Pupils who are in danger of leaving the school without being able to swim at least 25m have extra lessons during the summer term to ensure they achieve that aim. Pupils also learn water rescue skills that we consider essential when living so close to the sea. 
Swimming galas mark the end of each unit. 


Provision for More Able Pupils / Gifted and Talented (MAPS/G&T) 
The school has a comprehensive list of talented performers compiled in line with our PE Gifted and Talented policy and identified by teachers and/or parental nominations, both of which are validated by the Head of PE and Sport. The school then actively creates opportunities for these pupils within these sports. Some examples of this are in the form of sports-specific training sessions; hosting, organising or entering related competition; support with competition entry and travelling fees. 
The use of outside coaches where specific coaching expertise is required for more able pupils is facilitated by the school.



Student Leadership Opportunities 

Pupil-run clubs  

These incredibly successful clubs are run by pupils within Year 6 (with support from staff initially) and further increase opportunity for our pupils. Examples include Y3/4 Football Clubs, Y3/4 Golf as well as many more. These clubs develop leadership skills for pupils and also offer a less formal organisation which appeals to some pupils.

Lunchtime clubs and Active Play Leaders

Our Sports Coach runs lunchtime sports clubs for pupils during the week. Later in the year these specifically target non-participants in extra-curricular sports clubs (C4L Clubs) but are also particularly enjoyed by children whose parental commitments mean they cannot attend after-school activities. These clubs are part of our Active Play programme to encourage healthy lifestyles and social enjoyment. Alongside the coach Our Bronze Ambassadors lead the sports crew to develop and deliver activities to Foundation, KS1 and KS2 children throughout break times and lunch times.

	

Ambassador and Monitor Roles

We offer a wide variety of ambassador and leadership roles at The Shrubbery School. We have house captains, and Vice Captains, Golden Mile Ambassadors, Bronze Ambassadors, Active Play Leaders and our Sports Crew. We also have monitors to ensure changing facilities and equipment stores are kept safe and tidy at all times. 

Officiating
Sports Leadership promotes leadership in all areas of school life. Some pupils are captains of individual sports teams, an important role at the school. Others run clubs, take the lead in groups, referee games themselves, or act as playleaders. 


Serving the Wider Community and becoming Self-Sustaining 
The Shrubbery School organises a community event alongside Four Oaks Primary School each academic year. The run4school is a 4K run with the purpose of creating community engagement as well as fundraising for a local charity and the school. 


School Club Links
The school has formal links with 9 local sports clubs through sharing of coaches or active engagement. In addition to this, numerous pupils are formal Club-Schools reps for their sports clubs and act as first port of the call for any information about their club. 



Health and Safety 
Safe Practice in Physical Education & School Sport (afPE 2012 edition) is a comprehensive guide to safe practice and managing risk in PE and should be referred to regarding any aspect of Health & Safety 
When undertaking any Physical Education practical activity, reference should be made to the potential H&S risks associated with that activity. Children are to be made aware of any safety precautions required when carrying out any Physical Education activities. The class teacher should also carry out an inspection of the area before any indoor/outdoor Physical Education takes place and dealt with according to the PE and Competitive Sports Risk Assessments. 

Clothing & Personal Effects – (afPE recommendations) 

· Clothing and correct attire for a particular activity represent important features of safe practice that apply in equal measures to both staff and pupils. 
· Staff should always endeavour to wear suitable footwear and clothing for practical activities and remove their personal effects, such as jewellery, to minimise the likelihood of causing or receiving injury. 
· Pupils from the earliest ages should change into suitable clothing for PE so that they can participate safely. 
· Clothing for PE and school sport should be well suited to its function. It should be light and allow good freedom of movement, but will also need to offer some insulation from cold weather in the winter months. 
· Footwear that is fit for purpose is essential. It should demonstrate effective grip, support and reasonable protection for outside work and games, contrasting with lightness and flimsiness for indoor activities such as gymnastics and dance, if worn. 
· Personal effects, such as jewellery, religious artefacts, watches, hair slides, sensory aids etc, should always be removed by pupils before participating in physical activity. Staff also need to be mindful of their own adornments. 

Equipment & Resources

The majority of PE equipment is stored in the PE sheds, located on the school field, with the exception of gymnastic equipment, which is kept in the hall PE cupboard. The equipment suitability is reviewed to ensure it is appropriate to the range of ages, abilities and needs of children in order to enhance learning.

Staff and pupils are encouraged to

1. Look after resources
2. Use different resources to promote learning
3. Return all resources tidily and to the correct place (Staff to supervise)
4. Be told of any safety procedures relating to the carrying or handling of resources. 

Risk Assessments 
Risk assessments are completed in their entirety before every curriculum PE lesson and every sports competition. 

Leadership & Management 
The Subject Leader is responsible to the Head Teacher and will ensure that the following points associated with the role are considered and carried out where appropriate: 
· Developing good classroom practice 
· Managing the budget based on the needs identified through the monitoring and evaluation of the subject and the whole school development plan 
· Auditing, ordering and reviewing efficiency of how equipment , learning resources and accommodation are managed to ensure pupils are well taught and protected 
· Accessing any funding available that may enhance the quality of PE within the school 
· Attending courses to further own professional development and providing information and support for colleagues 
· Monitoring classroom practice and planning, auditing needs for CPD to ensure high quality delivery and setting future targets 
· Make all resources available to all staff, including policy, schemes of work, assessment materials, resources to support learning 
· Carry out risk assessments in line with local authority procedures 
· Extending relationships and contacts beyond the school and in the local community 
· Keeping up to date with and implementing any Local Authority and School Sport Partnership developments where appropriate 

Continued Professional Development (CPD)

PE CPD is an integral part of staff development. Staff from the school have access to a huge range of PE courses through our involvement with WS Active Society, our local sports partnership who provide opportunity for sports CPD and competition through the School Games organisation. Healthy and Active School

With such a high percentage of pupils involved in extra-curricular sports, healthy living is a consistent feature of school life. Facilities

The Shrubbery School has extensive grounds that are used for PE lessons and to enhance the curriculum. The field usually has a football pitch marked, and in the summer a rounder’s pitch as well as a 60m six-lane running track used for sports days and athletics events. The PE store is extensively resourced to support an ever-evolving curriculum and programme of activities, showing the high regard the school has for PE and Sport.

Policy for PE Kit

PE Kit
	
Pupils are expected to bring their own kit to each physical education lesson. The agreed PE kit is listed on the PE Kit Checklist.
When pupils are taking part in off-site activies they are expected to wear the appropriate clothing in accordance with the sport and facility. Teachers will provide guidance where necessary.

Pupils are expected to bring PE kit to every lesson. If a pupil is unfit to participate in a PE lesson they are still expected to bring and change into, PE kit. However a note from their parent/guardian will allow them to participate in an appropriate role, be it as coach, scorer, umpire/referee or peer evaluation. The only occasions on which pupils will be excused participation in lessons are situations such as a pupil in plaster with a broken limb.

Pupils who fail to bring the correct PE kit will, in the first instance, be given a warning strike, if a child receives 3 strikes then an internal detention and an explanatory letter sent home; on the second occasion then the teacher will make contact with the parent / carer to agrre appropriate action.  Pupils failing to bring a note will be expected to participate fully in a lesson.

Pupils’ notes will be retained for the duration of that term, stored securely in the PE office, and disposed of securely (shredded) at the end of the term.

General

Security

Members of staff are responsible for safety and security of the sports buildings and facilities. The School Hall should be checked at the beginning of each period of use to ensure that the floor surface is clean and free of any hazardous materials or equipment.

Once staff have checked that pupils are outside the buildings, the areas should be left locked when not in use and lights turned out.

Pupils are not to enter the PE storage areas or office unless specifically invited to do so by a member of staff, and never without supervision.

Members of staff are responsible for the safety, well-being and conduct of all the students listed on their registers for the whole time they have been allocated to them for lessons. Students excused from participation due to illness or injury must remain under the supervision of a member of staff at all times.


Wet Weather Contingencies

If, due to wet weather or dangerous conditions lessons are unable to be taught outdoors, lessons will be switched indoors. In PE lessons, the decision to switch lessons indoors will remain with the teacher responsible for that lesson; in Games lessons the decision will rest with the Team Leader (usually the Head of Department).

Whenever possible the lesson content should be maintained. For example if it is too wet to do High Jump outside, the lesson can be taught equally well indoors. If this is not possible then another practical activity should be undertaken suitable to the class/group size and composition.

The Shrubbery School is lucky that because of the quality of indoor facilities it will rarely be necessary to collapse a practical lesson. However in the event that this becomes necessary the department will hold copies of sports related worksheets and activities in the PE filing cabinet or files on shelves.
